Please divide your team into the groups that will split off during the RQBS: frame and transmission assembly, control system and electrical assembly, Labview programming, and team building topics (for non technical students).  Be sure you have enough room in your vehicle to transport the assembled robot back to your shop.
Have your students who will use power tools and cutting tools safety trained on those tools.
